Once your PFL claim is received, the EDD will send you a Notice of Computation (DE 429DF)
confirming your weekly benefit amount. If approved, you will receive an Electronic Benefit
Payment (EBP) Notification (DE 2500E).

The EDD will contact you directly if they have questions or if anything
is missing from your claim.
